Dear Friends in the Lord, 
 
 On Saturday, November 19, 2011, the Parish Pastoral Council and I enjoyed a morning of reflection 
and brainstorming with Desila Rosetti, Founder and President of Organizational Design Solutions, Inc.  The 
purpose of our session was to gather the members of the Parish Pastoral Council and tap their creative 
energy.  As the visioning body of Queen of All Saints Parish, the Parish Pastoral Council is responsible for 
collaborating with the Parish Administrator to establish priorities for the parish.  I would like to share with 
you the process in which we engaged and the outcomes of our work. 
 
 We began by rating our current degrees of progress with the various components of our vision 
statement, worship that inspires, loving service, excellent faith formation, generous hospitality, and financial stewardship.  
Using a continuum of no progress to completed, the members of the Parish Pastoral Council ranked the parish, 
according to their perception.  Most of the marks were in the middle of the continuum, meaning that in their 
estimation, we are active in each of the areas but we have work to do to fulfill our vision of worship that 
inspires, loving service, excellent faith formation, generous hospitality, and financial stewardship.  In my 
opinion, their assessment of our current situation is honest and accurate. 
 
 Mrs. Rosetti then led the members of the Parish Pastoral Council in a brainstorming exercise to 
improve our worship, service, faith formation, hospitality, and stewardship and, ultimately, fulfill our vision.  
I was surprised by the number and variety of ideas that were generated in our 45-minute brainstorming 
session.  With everything being possible, our ideas included a community building project like Habitat for 
Humanity, parish-sponsored trips to pilgrimage sites,  adult faith formation, Theology on Tap, a parish nurse 
program, providing transportation to Mass on Sundays and holy days of obligation, parish mission trips, 
generating an electronic data base of Queen of All Saints School alumni, monthly financial reports, parish-
sponsored concerts throughout the year, providing Thanksgiving dinner to the needy in Michigan City and 
homebound people, tweets from Fr. Kevin, a gathering space in the church with comfortable furniture, door 
to door invitations to the parish community, services for hearing impaired, improving the sound system, 
English/Spanish classes, social media podcasts, and large projection screens in church.  This is only a small 
sample; 73 ideas were generated. The members of the Parish Pastoral Council also grouped their  ideas under 
the specific areas of our vision statement. If you would like a copy of the notes our Parish Pastoral Council 
brainstorming session, please feel free to contact me. 
 
 After the brainstorming, the Parish Pastoral Council reviewed their 73 ideas and created a list of nine 
priorities. The order of priority is listed from highest to lowest: improve the sound system in church, hire a 
liturgist to coordinate worship in the parish, ministry for young adults, improve fellowship area, hire a 
director of youth ministry, 15-minute catechesis sessions after Mass, full-time religious education director, 
hire a full-time music director, and establish a soup kitchen. Implementing these ideas will be the focus and 
work of the Parish Pastoral Council and the Parish Pastoral Council Commissions over the next five years. 
 
 I am grateful to the members of the Parish Pastoral Council for their ambition and creativity. Their 
ideas demonstrate their investment in their Catholic Faith, their desire for an energetic and transformative 
community, and their commitment to the future of Queen of All Saints Parish.  In this new year, we have 
goals toward which we can work and opportunities to experience Godõs Presence and work in our lives as we 
continue our Lordõs reconciling ministry.   
 

Please be sure that I continue to ask Godõs blessing on you and all those whom you love as we 
continue our journey into this New Year.
