Dear Friends in the Lord,

Last Sunday, I stretched farther than I ever imagined. After months of resistance, excuse-making,
and procrastinating, | celebrated Mass in Spanish with the Hispanic Community at 4:00 pm. In 47 years, |
never dreamed of the day that | would stand in front of people and attempt to offer the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass in the Spanish Language. In all honesty, attempting to celebrate Mass in Spanish was a personal
triumph!

I have delayed my debut for a couple of reasons. To begin, I never studied Spanish and with the
exception of common expressions for greetings, farewells, gratitude, and blessings, | have no familiarity with
the Spanish language. I also did not want to offend the Hispanic community, attempting to pray with them in
a language that I can barely pronounce more less understand. Above all, I did not want to embarrass myself,
stuttering as | stumbled through the words that express their Catholic faith and devotion to God. In the end,
| admit that fear blocked me.

I am making myself vulnerable to offer an invitation. In this next year, I want encourage you to join
me in stretching beyond limits of comfortability and familiarity. Dare to embrace an activity, an organization,
or a project at Queen of All Saints Parish that makes you wince, turns your stomach, or causes you internal
discomfort. 1 am not talking about doing something that causes you pain, but something that stretches your
heart, mind, spirit, and even your body. I know that I am stretching myself when my first response to a
suggestion or an obedience is emphatically
preferred lifestyle, my rhythm of life, or my time, the experience of discomfort is my internal red flag, alerting
me that | need to examine more closely my reasons for declining an opportunity.

My invitation to you results from an awareness of our potential, as a community, to enter more
deeply into relationship with the Lord Jesus and with one another, to be powerful witnesses of the Gospel
message, and to be faithful stewards of God

Ministries in the parish that need to be strengthened with your participation include ministry for middle
school and high school teens and young adults; outreach to the sick and homebound; ushers at 11:30 AM
Mass on Sundays; coordinators for Bible study and adult Faith Formation, and Right to Life, to name a few.
In particular, the Liturgy and Spirituality commission has particular need for men and women to help
enhance our worship. In the end, we are faced with a challenging question: Is faith is a gift that we receive
or is faith a gift that we share with our time and talent. In my estimation, the answer is that faith is a gift we
receive as well as a gift that we share.

Upon reflection, Il would judge to be wugl
was anxious, mispronounced words, confused parts of the Mass, and | could not make eye contact with
people because | was so focused reading the words of the Missal in Spanish. However, Jesus was present
and members of the Hispanic community were grateful for my effort to pray in their native tongue. In the
end, I will offer the Mass in Spanish again next weekend and I have every confidence that | will improve with
time and practice, even though | am awkward and uncomfortable at the moment. While stretching is not
easy, | experience a new richness from the effort and experience.

If you feel the Holy Spirit nudging you to new places and uncomfortable experiences, | strongly
recommend you obey. Call me or send an e-mail so that we can discern the direction the Holy Spirit is
calling you. Indeed, stretching maybe uncomfortable, but the reward will be invaluable. In the meantime,
please be sure that | continue to ask our Lord to bless with peace, health, and happiness you and those whom
you love.
