Dear Friends in the Lord, 
  
 With the recent release of the full-length film, The Devil Inside, I have encountered heightened curiosity about 
evil, which needs direction.  Additionally, numerous people, mostly teens, have inquired about the use of divination, 
such as Ouija boards, tarot cards, astrology, horoscopes, and palm reading.  In the Catechism of the Catholic Church 
(2117), the Teaching Authority is very clear about the participation of Catholics in these practices. òAll forms of 
divination are to be rejected: recourse to Satan or demons, conjuring up the dead or practices falsely supposed to 
ôunveilõ the futureéThey contradict the honor, respect, and loving fear that we owe to God alone.ó  As we observe 
Right to Life Sunday, promoting the inviolability, value and dignity of human life and Godõs radical victory over sin 
and death through the Passion, Death, and Resurrection of His Son, knowledge of the Churchõs spiritual tradition 
about the existence of evil spirits may prove informative, helpful, and directive. 
 
 The Roman Catholic Church acknowledges the existence of evil beings.  As the bishops instruct in the   
Catechism of the Catholic Church (391) , òBehind the disobedient choice of our first parents lurks a seductive voice, 
opposed to God, which makes them fall into death out of envy. Scripture and the Churchõs Tradition see in this being a 
fallen angel, called ôSatanõ or the ôdevil..ó  We find this belief manifest in several ways. Scripturally, in the Book of 
Genesis we learn that Adam and Eve fall from grace after they submit to the temptation of the devil and in the 
Gospels stories Jesus frequently confronts demons.  Ritually, the Church prescribes a Prayer of Exorcism and 
Anointing in the Rite of Baptism, the Scrutinies for Catechumens in the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, and the 
use of the Rite of Exorcism when the proper authorities have concluded that a person is authentically possessed by evil 
spirits.  However, the bishops of the Church explain that the power of evil is limited. òThe power of Satan, is, 
nonetheless, not infinite. He is only a creature, powerful from the fact that he is pure spirit, but still a creature.  He 
cannot prevent the building up of Godõs reign.ó (CCC 395) 
 
 We can identify the presence and action of evil spirits in our daily life, which extends beyond grave sins like 
abortion, murder, genocide, infidelity and the seven capital sins of pride, anger, lust, greed, sloth (laziness), jealousy, 
and gluttony.  In fact, in his book, The Spiritual Exercises, St. Ignatius Loyola proposes means by which to discern in any 
situation the presence of the evil spirit or the presence of the Holy Spirit, which he refers to as the Discernment of Spirits. 
Summarily, he explains that if a person feels anxious, saddened, fearful, confused, or troubled by a decision or 
circumstance, he or she is experiencing signs of the presence of the evil spirit.  On the other hand, if a person feels 
peace, hope, love, and joy, even in the midst of grave conflict, he or she is in the presence of the Holy Spirit. 
Personally, I have found this discernment accurate and helpful when I make decisions, assess a situation, evaluate 
discomfort, or engage people in conversation. 
 
 In his book, The Screwtape Letters, C.S. Lewis insightfully explains that the devil is more inclined to attack people 
who are closer to our Lord than those are distant from the Lord.  Even more, the devil does not reveal himself in an 
overt manner.  Rather, with quiet subtlety the evil one makes his way into our imaginations, our actions, our 
dispositions, and our beliefs until he has led far away from the Lord, even to the point of hopelessness.    
 

 As we progress toward the fulfillment of our vision for Queen of All Saints Parish, we need to be aware of the 
renewed effort of the evil one to distract, frustrate, and even derail our efforts to continue the reconciling ministry of 
Jesus.  Most likely, we will not experience great displays of destructive power, but with careful attention we will 
experience the effect of the evil spirit in anxiety, tension, sadness, confusion, and division.  Our best recourse as 
individuals and as a community is to adhere more closely to Christ Jesus, Who makes Himself accessible especially in 
the Holy Eucharist and the Sacrament of Penance.  Also, asking the protection and help of our Matron, Mary, Queen 
of All Saints, we can send the devil to Hell and continue to fulfill Her Sonõs will in our lives.

please be sure that I am praying for you and those whom you love, asking God to protect you from the action of the 
evil one so that you can continue to live in the Presence of the Lord Jesus.

Program Now Underway 
 

Tuition assistance application forms for the 2012-

2013 school year are now available in the parish 

office. Catholic families who belong to a Diocese of 

Gary parish and have their children enrolled in any 

diocesan school, grades 1-12, may apply. 

Kindergarten and pre-school students are not 

eligible. A $24.00 non-refundable processing fee 

must accompany the application. Approximately 

$500,000 is distributed on the basis of need to assist 

Catholic parents in providing Catholic faith 

formation, strong academic programs and safety for 

their children in our Catholic schools. 
 

The filing deadline is Monday, February 20, 2012. 
This is the date that completed applications must be 

returned to the pastor. This deadline will be strictly 

enforced. Parents will be notified of the results in 

writing by April 30, 2012.
